NJHS DISMISSAL OF MEMBERS
RETURN THIS BEFORE INDUCTION (Keep one copy for your files)
New members must read this !
  A member is never automatically dismissed for failing to maintain standards.  They are liable for dismissal if they do not maintain the standards of scholarship, leadership, service, character, and citizenship that were used as the basis for their selection.  Members must maintain a 3.6 overall grade point average.  If they fall below this standard they are on academic probation and have 1 semester to bring the grades back up to the 3.6.
Members are allowed limited warnings during their membership but in the case of a flagrant violation of school rules or civil laws, a warning is not required. 
A member having 2 unexcused absences from meetings/activities will be brought before the executive and faculty council for probable dismissal.

 A member receiving a major behavior log, ASD or Thursday school, will be on social probation.  After a member receives 2 major behavior logs, or causes a major disruption, their name shall come before the faculty council for evaluation and probable dismissal.  A student will not come before the council if they break a bylaw.  Each time inappropriate behavior is observed the chapter advisor will talk with the errant member and inform the parents in writing/email or by phone call, of the nature of the violation, the time period given for improvement, and possible consequences of non-improvement.  If the faculty council decides that dismissal may be warranted, the member is allowed to present his or her case before the faculty council. 
A student who is dismissed or resigns may never again become a National Junior Honor Society member. They are still eligible for National Honor Society at the high school. 

 If a member is dismissed, written notice, email or phone call, of the decision will be sent to the member and their parents.  The member must then surrender the NJHS pin, membership card, and certificate to the chapter advisor.  If the member is unwilling to do this, the matter will be treated as a school disciplinary matter. If a member decides to quit, they must also surrender their pin, card and certificate. 
 The member will abide by the CPMS, NJHS bylaws.  In this folder is a copy of 
the bylaws for this year.  These will be reviewed and updated each year.       

     After reading the above statement I understand that as a member of NJHS I must abide by all the rules.
